Petitioner / Father, Sui-Juris hereby submits the following APPEAL of Commissioner Arrow’s child support order derived from the hearing held on 04/20/06 

I.

Factual Background.



Walter J. Burien, Jr. has filed a notice of indigent status and requested stay of further hearings, monetary judgments, or enforcement action pending his change of indigent status and or return to Arizona with good cause. Commissioner Arrow in the alternative denied Petitioner’s motion per child support determination, proceeded, and from pure “fiction” stated that Walter J. Burien, Jr. was making in “potential” $2,500 per month and issued a retroactive child support order from January 1st 2001. This action by the court, is a “FRAUD UPON THE COURT” in all clear, and disclosed reality brought forward by Walter J. Burien, Jr. per the Arizona State DES welfare records from Saint Johns, AZ, and the verified records of the Middlesex county New Jersey Board of Social Services Welfare records, case number CO76038-12 of which verify Walter J. Burien, Jr.’s indigent status and as such, with Commissioner Arrow ignoring these easily verifiable “facts” and making a ruling contrary to these facts, makes the ruling mute and illegal on its face value and thus being as such, is immediately appealed by this Petitioner.


Commissioner Arrow has ruled on a fiction of “potential” income presented by the AZ AG in cooperation with Troy Brown, but the results of Commissioner Arrow’s rulings based on fiction can have grave consequences on the lives of many, and as such mandate truth and reality to be adhered to and not an arbitrary fiction picked out of the air and applied that is clearly contrary to disclosed reality. Additionally, this is a clear tort against Walter J. Burien, Jr. on the part of Commissioner Arrow and assistant AG Paula Cotitta and as such, Petitioner will hold Commissioner Arrow and Ms. Cotitta accountable to the fullest extent, both by State and Federal guidelines of law. The complete recorded testimony from this hearing is being ordered by this Petitioner to be used in this and all further actions per these issues and by reference, the recorded content of the hearing of 04/20/06 that is currently available to the court and all other interested parties is hereby inserted here as is presented in its entirety.

Please EXPEDITE my request for appeal of the child support ruling made on 04/20/06 being that if denied by the Maricopa Superior Court, I will be taking the matter to the Arizona Court of Appeals on a special action filed.  Being that Walter J. Burien, Jr.’s motion to stay is now before JUDGE Lisa Daniel Flores on all maters, if JUDGE Lisa Daniel Flores being superior by statute grants this Petitioner’s MOTION filed on April 13th 2006 now pending before her court,  JUDGE Lisa Daniel Flores being a Judge and Commissioner Arrow a Commissioner, JUDGE Lisa Daniel Flores granting of Walter J. Burien, Jr.’s Motion to abate will automatically stay Commissioner Arrow’s ruling and this appeal here is mute. In the event JUDGE Lisa Daniel Flores denies Petitioners motion filed 04/13/06, then this appeal is sponte or instant as an appeal of the same, if denied.

  

A consideration of “Reality” factors disclosed, and not “fiction” applied, this must lead the court to grant Walter Burien’s request for an appeal, and stay granted and signed expediently by the Maricopa Superior Court, without delay.



Being that Paula Cotitta from the AZ Attorney’s Office did not receive a copy by mail of Walter J. Burien, Jr.s Notice and Motion filed with the court on April 13th 2006, a conformed copy with EXHIBIT (CD) of the same is being sent with this Appeal bearing USPS DELIVERY CONFIRMATION #2301 3460 0001 7276 9315 and as this Petitioner requested at hearing, again he requests of Paula Cotitta for a referral to whichever Attorney from the AZ Attorney’s office who handles prosecuting civil rights and or public corruption complaints.
